2026 SPRING HYDRANT FLUSHING

The Water Department will be flushing hydrants starting Wednesday, April 22nd and ending on Tuesday, April 28th. The flushing of the hydrants may cause some fluctuation of water pressure and/or discolored water to flow into homes and businesses. The water is perfectly safe to drink though it may stain laundry. Consumers are advised not to schedule projects which require clear water before or after the date assigned to your area. The water will be both chemically and bacteriologically safe to drink.

The schedule is as follows:

Wednesday, April 22nd between 8:00 am and 4:00 pm
Area of the Village lying North of DeMott Ave.

Thursday, April 23rd between 8:00 am and 4:00 pm
Area of the Village lying between Lakeview and DeMott Ave, west of Long Beach Rd.

Friday, April 24th between 8:00 am and 4:00 pm
Area of the Village lying between Sunrise Hwy and DeMott Ave east of Long Beach Rd.

Sunday, April 26th to Monday, April 27th between midnight and 8:00 am on Monday
Entire area of the Village lying between Lakeview Ave and Merrick Rd.

Tuesday, April 28th between 8:00 am to 4:00 pm
Entire area of the Village south of Merrick Rd.
